
Metro-East Vicariate CCW Fall Meeting/Day of Prayer 

St. Mary Parish, Valmeyer, IL 

Thursday, October 2, 2025 

 

 

Call to Order – President Madonna Stapf called the meeting to order at 12:45pm and opened 

with the Prayer to Our Lady of Good Counsel, the Salute to the Cross, and The Pledge of 

Allegiance. 

Roll Call – Roll was taken by Secretary Stephanie Burns. There were 77 people in attendance 

(16 parishes represented, 27 current or past presidents, 4 board members, and our spiritual 

advisor). 

 

Minutes - Copies of the Spring Day of Prayer’s minutes were published on the MEV-CCW 

section of the BDCCW website, https://www.diobelle.org/dps/bdccw/what-we-do/308-vicariate-

ccw/2051-metro-east-vicariate-ccw. Dee Bayley (St. Mary’s, Belleville) and Denise Foerg (Ss. 

Peter and Paul, Waterloo) volunteered to review/validate the minutes for this meeting. 

Treasurer’s Report - The treasurer’s report was presented by Treasurer Denise Blaha. Over 

the summer, Denise noted unusual activity on our account from PayPal in a transaction of .32 

cents. In working with the bank, it was decided by the board to close that account at Regions that 

was opened in 1950 and open a new account with First National that had more locations for 

easier access for future board members. The starting balance on May 1, 2025, was $4690.72. 

Receipts equaled $0.32. Expenses equaled $35.32. The ending balance on October 1, 2025, was 

$4655.72. No questions were asked, and the report will be filed for audit. The treasurer then 

called for unpaid bills of NCCW dues of $100, to The Messenger for ads for our Day of Prayer 

of $100, and for candles for the Day of Prayer of $24.51. A motion was made by Kathy Gass (St. 

James, Millstadt) to pay the bills. Loretta Kramer (St. Agatha, New Athens) seconded the 

motion. A vote was called. Motion passed unanimously. Pass the purse netted $231.81 for the St. 

Anne’s Cradle of Hope Fund.
